White Oak is well known in the conservation and
zoo communities for their work with more than
30 species including rhinoceros, cheetah, ante-
lope, and okapi (a rare giraffe relative) programs,
and for their support of conservation around the
world. Since its inception in 1983, the conserva-
tion breeding programs have contributed over
captive conservation populations, as well as re-
introducing bongo antelope, roan antelope, and
black rhinos back into Africa. Here at home, White
Oak has worked with the US Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice and Florida Wildlife Conservation Commis-
sion to bolster wild populations of critically en-
dangered Florida panthers, Florida grasshopper
sparrows and Mississippi sandhill cranes.
